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CLUBS AND ACTIVITIES

AFTER SCHOOL ACTIVITIES
All school functions held after regular class hours are considered part of the entire educational
program and as such are governed by the general regulations applicable at all otheh&mes. T
following procedures must be followed for the recognition of school clubs and organizations by
the Student Council and the school administration:

1. The club or organization must develop a constitution that specifies the purpose, functions and
needs of th group.

2. Included in its plan for operation must be proposed budget figures which indicate the cost
involved and the means by which it plans to subsidize its activities. If the advisor is to be
paid, this must be stipulated in advance and is subjechtmkscommittee approval.

3. There will be no size limitation; rather, the number of members must be commensurate with
the activity and the amount of interest displayed.

4. The constitution must be presented to the executive committee of the Student Council for
consideration. It will be presented at one council meeting and acted upon at the next.

5. Student Council approval is the necessary first step in a series of actions that an organization
must encounter on its way to existence. The ultimate approval, egpecraigards to
educational philosophy and financial support, must come from the school committee through
its designated agents, the superintendent and the school administration. The acceptance of a
club organization by the Student Council will be passetb the school administration,
superintendent's office and school committee for approval.

6. Recognition of a club or organization brings with it all the benefits of existing clubs and
organizations in the use of school facilities and fuading. It assmes the responsibilities
of existing organizations in the acceptance of established policies and restrictions that will
govern all school clubs and organizations.

7. In order to avoid conflicts, two annual funaising activities that are service oriented e
permitted.

Students involved in extracurricular activitiese expected to be irclsool on the day of
anyevent Studens who miss part of the day due to illness or other excused reasons must
be in attendance the last five continuous periods immediately preceding the end of school
in order to rticipatein an eventor practice on thadlate. This means students must sign

in by 7:40AM.

Studens missing school for reasons other than illness must be excused in advance of the
absence in order to participat8tudens absent from school on Friday or a day preceding

a holiday and/or a wdend evenh are ineligible to participate unless the absence is
excused in advance by the principal or his designee. Final authority for infractions of this
rule will rest with the principal or assistant principals.

Conflicts in Extracurricular Activities

Studens who attempt to participate in several extracurricular activities will, undoubtedly,
be in a position of a conflict of obligationdVe recognizethat students should have the
opportunity for a broad range of experiences in the area of exiadar activities, and

to this end, attempt to schedule events in a manner to minimize corStistenthave a
responsibility to do everything they can to avoid continuous conflicts. This includes
being cautious about belonging to too many actwitiehere conflicts are bound to
happen. It also means notifying the advisors/coaches involved immediately when a
conflict does arise.
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When a conflict arises, the advisors/coaches will work out a solution so those students do
not feel caught in the middléf a solution cannot be found, the principal or his designee
will make the decision based on the following:

o the relative importance of each event;

the importance of each event to the student;

the relative contribution the student can make;

how long eaclevent has been scheduled; and

conversation with thetudentand/or parents

Once the decision has been made and the student has followed that decision, he/she will
not be penalized in any way by either advisor/coach. If it becomes obvious that students
cannot fulfill the obligation of a school activity, they should withdraw from that activity.

Selection of the Club

In some cases selection becomes necessary to participate in an extra curricular activity.
Selection ofa progranis the sole responsiliy of the advisos of thosgorograns. Their
actions, however, must beonsistent with the philosophy and policies of #tadent
activity program. The selection process must not be arbitrary or capricious.

Officers

Officers are electear appoited according to theclubd sonstitution Prior to the
selection procedurestudens are informed by thadvisorof the criteria for selection and
obligations of the position. The position officer is one of honor, leadership and
responsibility. As aresult, students serving in that capacity are expected to conduct
themselves in an exemplary manner both in and outside of school. Any student who is
involved in a violation of the code of conduct that results in a suspension from school, or
any studentvho is found to be involved with drugs, alcohol, weapons, or crimes outside
of school, will losethe ability to serve asan officer of any schooekponsored
extracurricular activityfor a period of one calendar year.

Hazing

Under no circumstances Wany type of hazing and/or initiation be tolerated. The term
Ahazingo, as defined by Rhode Island St at
initiation that any student organization, which willfully or recklessly endangers the
physical or mental health any student or other person (abbreviated from State of Rhode

Island Hazing Law, section 121-1(b)). Violation of this policywill result in strong
disciplinary action, including suspension from the athletic teanctlub and loss of
captaincyofficer postion.
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Individual Advisor's Rules

Advisors may establish (with advanced approvathe Director of Athletics and 8ident

Activities and the Principal) additional rules and regulations for their respective
prograns. These rules must be givenwmiting by the advisor to allmembers and
explainedfully at the start of the programPenalties for violation of clubules will also

be in writing and will be administered by tladvisor. Additional clubrules must be

consistent with all other schonlles and regulations. Copies will be kept on file in the

Leaving a Program

Studentswvho leave a&lub will have 48 hours to ask the advifor reinstatement These
students are expected to discuss their decision witDitleetor of Athletics andStudent
Activities and the advisor This is an importanistep so that they realize their
responsibility to thggrogran and themselves.

School Rules

Studens are expected t@abide by all rules and regulations outlined in the "Code of
Behavior" published in thelandbook for Students and Parents

Suspension/Detention

A studentwho is suspended from school is ineligible to participateviens or practices
during the period of suspensidh. student who is issued detention must attend the
session or sessions assigned regardless of lewer@s or praate conflicts. Studest

with awayeverts must meet with an Assistant Principal to be reassigned to the next open
day to serve the detention.

Travel

Studens must travel to and fromxtracurricular events transportation provided by the
schooldeparinent unless previous arrangements are made sy the d paremtHfer
exceptional situations. THairector of Athletics andStudent Ativities andthe advisor
must approve permission for exceptions. In addition:

1. Studens will remain with theirclub/team under the supervision of thevisor
when attending away events
2. Studens may return from an awagyert only with their parents. In that event, the

parent must request permission from tBe&ector of Athletics and Student
Activities andtheadvisor prior to the contest. Thetudentwill be released to the
parent only upon the personal recognizance of the parent byt

3. Studens are not permitted to drive their own vehicles to aexfts.

4, Studens who miss the bus will not lzlowed to participate in thevert unless
there are extenuating circumstances.

5. All regular school bus rules will be followed.
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CRITERIA FOR ADDING CLUBS

. Barrington High School offers a variety of clubs and other eodracular activities
where there are a significant number of students expressing interest in those clubs and
activities.

. The School Committee will provide funds for advisors of approved clubs and activities in
so far as these funds are available. The School Committee will ghloronaed clubs and
activities to raise funds so that their programs will be sgbiporting.

. The clubs and activities must be consistent with the educational goals of the school
district.

. Appropriate and sufficient facilities must exist, and it musp@ssible to coordinate the
use of facilities so as not to conflict with existing programs.

. All clubs and activities must have an advisor who is appointed by the Superintendent of
Schools

. All clubs and activities must be formed, operated, and supervisattordance with the
School Committee policy on GGurricular and Extra&Curricular Activities and the
Barrington High School Activities Handbook.

. All clubs must have a constitution which is 1) discussed with the Principal and Director
of Athletics and Sident Activities, 2) presented to and approved by the Student Council,
and 3) approved by the Barrington School Committee.

. The constitution must be approved by November 1 of the year prior to which the club is
to become an active part of the extraricdar program so that the club can be included
within the school ds annual budget.

.Clubs may not be formed as part of a stude

CRITERIA FOR DELETING CLUBS

. If for any reason a club or activity may need to be deleted, the Principdieadiréctor
of Athletics and Student Activities will evaluate which clubs will be removed based on
criteria such as the following:

Insufficient student participation
Lack of an appointed advisor
Lack of appropriate facilities
Lack of appropriate funding
Safety concerns
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
