is to organize, regulate and promote interscholastic athletics for secondary schools of Rhode Island. As
an RIIL member school, Barrington High School abides by the regulations and subscribes to the
guidelines set forthybthis organization. In addition, school committee policies and school rules also
govern the school 6s athletic program.

Being a member of a Barrington High School athletic team is the fulfillment of an early ambition for
many students. The attainmentlof goal carries with it certain traditions and responsibilities that must
be maintained. A great athletic tradition is not built overnight; it takes the hard work of many people
over many years.

REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPATION
Eligibility

In order to participate in interscholastic athletics at Barrington High School, students must (1)
take a minimum of five courses in addition to physical education (2.75 credits@¢mpester, (2)

take a minimum of 6.00 credits per year, and (3) not have failed more than one course, including
physical education, at the end of the previous marking period. Students who have failed two
courses at the end of the previous marking pendidbe academically eligible if they are not

failing more than one course at the midterm reporting date of the current marking period. A
progress report wild.l be requested from each o
more than two courseat the end of the previous marking period will be academically ineligible

for the current marking period. The marking period will be considered the quarterly report card
mar ks. Therefore, studentso6 el i geadhiaridietery wi | |
quarter. Eligibility is based on grades earned for each of the four quarterly marking periods.

Students are NOT eligible if:

they are excused from physical education for mediealams (including a nurse's npte

their 19th birthdayccurs prior to Septembérof that academic school year

they have representecetschool in any one sport forore than four seasons have been in
attendancéor more than eight seesters in the'd 10", 11" or 12" grade or grades or the

they miss or cut any class study hallon the day of a competition, unless excused by an
administrator at the high school.

Insurance

The school has arrangements with an insurance compamygth which parents can secure
accident/medical insurance for their children at a nominal cost. Students participating in
interscholastic sports amequiredto carry accident/medical insurance The school does not
assume responsibility for medical expes resulting from injuries to participants in sports. The
family's personal medical insurance is the first step in covering medical expenses.
Accident/medical insurance can only be used to help pay for expenses not covered by your
personal insurance.

In claims involving school accident/medical insurance, parents need to pick up an insurance form
at the school office. Once the school and attending physician have made out their parts, the
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parents send the form and bills to the company.

Under certan circumstances, the Rhode Island Interscholastic Injury Fund provides some

assistance for medical expenses which are not covered by either personal insurance or
accident/medical insurance. The Rhode Island Interscholastic Injury Fund is a nonprofit

organization which provides financial assistance for medical expenses incurred by an athlete
during Interscholastic League competition. The Injury Fund will consider payment for medical

bills and physical therapy above and beyond what the primary medicabim=iof the athlete

will pay. The Injury Fund is not an insurance company, but board of dedicated volunteers

committed to the health and well being of Rhode Island athletes.

Parental Permission and Acknowledgement of Athletic Policies

At the timestudents try out for an athletic team, they will receive this handbook. Each parent or
guardian will read all of the enclosed material and certify that they understand the athletic
eligibility rules and policies of the school district. Each athlete'®rpar guardian will
complete aParental Permission and Ackntedgement of Athletic PoliciesoFm for each sport
giving permission to participate in that interscholastic sport. The form will be kept on file in the
Director of Athletics and Student Activite cffiGe.

Physical Examination

In order to try out for a team, a student muestea health physical on file prior foarticipation.
The physical covers all sports provided the examination occurred within one yeareoflthg
date of the respéee athletic seasd@m). This form will be kept on file in the nurse's office. Fall
sport athletes must have a physical omfter January 1 of that yearjnter sport athletemust
have physicabn or after March 15 of thgkar, and gring sport athletsmust have a physicah
or after Junel5 of the previous year.

Risk of Participation

Athletes and parents must realize the risk of serious injury, which may be a result of athletic
participation. In order to participate in interscholastic spostadents and parents/legal
guardians are required to sign two copies of Rieode Island Interscholast League's
Assumption of Riskdfm. This form must be notarized and submitted to the coach prior to
participation. One copy will be kept on file inetBbi r ect or of At hl etics an
office. The second copy will be filed at the Rhode Island Interscholastic League office. This
process is required only once during the four years of high st@iroehch new athlete, including

transfer studnts.



CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STUDENT ATHLETES

A firm and fair policy of enforcement is necessary to uphold the regulations and standards of the athletic
department. The community, school administrators, and coaching staff feel strongly thetaihagirds

of conduct and citizenship are essential in maintaining a sound athletic program. Athletes are expected
to abide by this code of conduct, which will earn them the honor and respect that participation and
competition in the interscholastic attdeprogram affords. Conduct which results in dishonor to the
athlete, the team or the school will not be tolerated. All rules apply to all athletes including players,
managers, trainers, cheerleaders and all other students representing a team fngoB&tigh School.

A. Sportsmanship

"Good gortsmanship, ethical behavior, integrity, and the respect for others" are the guiding

principles that permeate all interscholastic activities in our school. In perception and practice,
sportsmanship is defideas those qualities, which are characterized by generosity and genuine

concern for others. All individuals, regardless of their role, are expected to model sportsmanship
because of their influence on the behavior of others.

STUDENT ATHLETES MUST:

e apprecate and understand that their behavior is observed and emulated by many who are
younger;

e live up to the high standard of sportsmanship establishdeldylIL;

e accept and understand the seriousnesieif responsibilityand the privilege of
representingheir school and community;

e live up to the standards of sportsmanship established by the schoolsadmam and the
coaching staff;
learn the rules of the game thoroughly and discuss them with parentayidpgers
treat opponents the walyeywould like to betreated, as a guest or friend;

e refrain from taunting, trastalking, or making any kind of derogatory remar&specially
comments of ethnic, racial or sexual nattwaheir opponents during the game

e wish opponents good luck before the gaand congratulate them in a sincere manner
thattheywould like toreceivefollowing avictory or defeat;

e respect the integritynal judgment of game officials;

e win with humility andlose with grace.

B. Alcohol and Drugs Including Tobacco

Medical reseatt substantiates that the use of alcohol and mood modifying substances produces
harmful effects on the human bodynd will affect athletic performance You cannot
compromise yourparticipation with substance abuse. Students who experiment with such
substaces jeopardize program morale, reputation and success, and they do physical harm to
themselvesand risk personal injury and harm to others during their activByudents must
decide if they want to holdlaadershigosition or want to be part of an kgtic team. If they do
wish to be a participant, they must make the commitmentdar to do so. A big part of this
decision means refiming from the use of alcohol, drugebacco and steroids. Student athletes
are considered in violation of this pxy if they use any tobacco productsawe in the presence
of, possess, consume (including being under the influence of) and/or distribute, other than as
prescribed by a physician for personal use,tahgicco productontrolled drug and/or intoxicant
or steroid at any timg¢see Year Round Expectatiord)ur i ng t hat sportodos se:
school year in the case of a captaincy, whether during schoaly athool activity, on school
property, or at locations off school property.
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Alcohol and Drugs
For a first offensea student athleteill be:

e suspended from alhterscholasticompetitionsand practices for fifteen (15) succeeding
calendar days from the sport in which the athlete participates. After ten (10) days, the
athlete may return to ¢éhteam for practices only. The suspension must include at least the
next two (2) scheduled interscholastic contests of the season. The student will be
reinstated for athletic competition after the fifteenth day, once all the requirements have
beenmetThi s suspension wil/l be completed dur
sufficient time remaining in that season to complete the suspension, it will be carried over
to the next interscholastic sport season in which that athlete participates.

For any additional violation in the same year or ®thgent yeara studentathlete will be
suspendedrém all interscholasticathletic competitioa and extracurricular activities for 365
calendar days

Cigarette, Cigar and Smokeless Tobacco

Students who use tobacco products, including but not limitedgarettes, cigars or smokeless
tobacco, will be in violation of school policy. This violation will be enforced whether during the
school day, at a school activity, on school property

For a first offense, a student athlete will be:

e suspended from alhterscholasticcompetitions and practices for seven (7) succeeding
calendar days from the sport in which the athlete participates. After five (5) days, the
athlete may return to the team for practices only. The suspension must include at least the
next ore (1) scheduled interscholastic contest of the season. The student will be
reinstated for athletic competition after the seventh day, once all the requirements have
been met. This suspension will be compl et
sufficient time remaining in that season to complete the suspension, it will be carried over
to the next interscholastic sport season in which that athlete participates.

Year Round Expectations

The substance use policy at Barrington High School is in effect year round, in and out of season,
onandof t he field, in and out of wuniform for al
We care about the welfare of our student athletéd/e also expect a commitment from you if

you want to be involved in thethletic program at Barrington High School

Presence at Parties with Alcohol and Drugs
If a student athlete attends a party where alcohol or drugs are being illegally dispensed, the

student athlete must leave the party immediately.
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Appearance

Student athletes assume the responsibility @fagenting their school; consequently, they are
expected to dress appropriately and professionally for practices, contests, and travel.

Attendance

Athletes are expected to be in schdating the whole day throughout the athletic seastms
meansstudents musbe in homeroomby 7:40 AM. Athletes missing school for reasons other

than illness must be excused in advance of the absence in order to participate. Athletes absent
from school on Friday or a day preceding a holiday and/or a weekend caneteseligible to
participate unless the absence is excused in advance by the Principal or his designee.

Cyber Images

Any identifiable image, photo, or video which implicates a student athlete to have been in
possessiowr in the presence of alcoh@nd/or drugs, or portrays actual useput of character
behavior or crime, shall be confirmation of a violation of the code of conduct. Since there is no
way to establish a timeframe for when or the location of where the image was taken, it shall be a
responsibility that the student athlete must assume. It must also be noted that there may be
persons, who would attempt to implicate an athlete, by taking such images, to place them in a
situation where they might be in violation of this code standardhle#®s must take every
precaution to not place themselves in such an environment.

Conflicts in Extracurricular Activities

Athletes who attempt to participate in several extracurricular activities will, undoubtedly, be in a
position of a conflict obbligations. Athletes must notify the advisors/coaches involved
immediately when a conflict does arise.

When a conflict arises, the advisors/coaches will work out a solution so those students do not feel
caught in the middle. If a solution cannot barfd, the principal or his designee will make the
decision based on the following:

the relative importance of each event

the importance of each event to the stugent
the relative contribution the student can make
how long each event has been schedwed
aconversatiowith theathlete and/or parents

Once the decision has been made and the student has followed that decision, he/she will not be
penalized in any way by either advisor/coach. If it becomes obvious that students cannot fulfill
the obligaéion of a school activity, they should withdraw from that activity.

Hazing

Under no circumstances will any type of hazing and/or initiation be tolerated. The term
Ahazingo, as defined by Rhode 1 sl andionShatat e L a
any student organization, which willfully or recklessly endangers the physical or mental health of
any student or other person (abbreviated from State of Rhode Island Hazing Law, se2tion 11
1(b)). Violation of this policywill result in stronglisciplinary action, including suspension from
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the athletic team and loss of captaincy.

The following activities include but are not limited to some examples of violation of this
standard

e Requiring the consumption of any food, alcohol, drug, or othiestance;

e Requiring participation in physical activities, such as calisthenics, exercise, or other
games or activities requiring physical exertion;

e Exposing another to weather elements or other physically or emotionally uncomfortable
situation;

e Forcing exessive fatigue from sleep depravation, physical activities or exercise;

e Requiring anything that would be illegal under any applicable law, including laws of the
State of Rhode Island;

Requiring anything that can be reasonably expdatég morally offensie to another;
Committing or requiring any act that demeans another based on race, gender, ability,
sexual orientation, religion, or age;

e Committing any act of physical brutality against another, including, but not limited to,
paddling, striking with fistsopen hands, or objects, and branding;

e Kidnapping of transporting another with the intent of stranding him or her;

e Committing verbal abuse;

e Forcing or requiring conduct that can be reasonably expected to embarrass or adversely
affect the dignity of anotligincluding the performance of public stunts and activities
such as scavenger hunts;

e Intentionally creating labor or work for another;

Denying sufficient time for study or other academic activities; or
Committing or requiring another to commit any sexagilor engage in lewd behavior.

Individual Coach's Rules

Coaches may establish (with advanced approval of the athletic director and principal) additional
rules and regulations for their respective teams. These rules must be given in writing by the
coach to all team members and explained fully at the start of the season. Penalties for violation
of team rules will also be in writing and will be administered by the coach. Additional team rules
must be consistent with all other school rules and regukat Copies will be kept on file in the
athletic director's office. Coaches may take reasonable disciplinary action pertaining to any
problem that may arise that has not already been reviewed in this handbook.

Leaving a Squad

Athletes who leave squad will have 48 hours to ask the coach for reinstatement. The coach will
act independently on each case. These students are expected to discuss their decision with the
Director of Athletics and Student Activitiemnd coach. This is an important s&pthat they

realize their responsibility to the team and themselves.

Within one week of the fat contest, a student may drispm the squad without penaltyftar
this time, thestudent may not participate in any other athletic activity

for thatseason unless th&rector of Athletics and Studedictivities andboth coaches involved
grant permission.



Locker Room Regulations

1. Roughhousing and throwing towels or other objects is not allowed in the locker rooms.

2. All showers must be taed off. The last person to leave the shower room is expected to
check all showers.

3. Athletes should ensure that all clothing and valuables are locked in their lockers.

4. No glass containers are permitted in locker rooms.

5. All shoes that havepikes or cleas must be put on and taken off outside of the school
building.

Practices and Contests

Athletes are expected to attend all contests and practices during the season, vacations included,
unless excused by the coach and/or Director of Athletic$ Student Activities prior to the
absence. Athletes with unexcused absences from contests or practices must practicésone day
days maximum) for each contest or practice missed prior to resuming competition. The athlete
must miss at least the nexheduled interscholastic league contest of the season.

Vacations

Vacations (including trips during school vacations) by athletic team members during a sport

season are discouraged. Athletes and parents wishing to do so should assess their cormmitment

the team. In the event of an absence due to a vacation that is unavoidable, the athlete must:

A contact the coach at least one (1) week prior to the vacation, preferably before the beginning
of the season;

A present a signed excuse by the parent or guasatibeast one (1) week prior to leaving;

A practice or be in attendance games one (1) day (5 days maximum) for each contest or

practice missed to include at least one (1) interscholastic league contest prior to resuming

competition; and

accept their plapg status on that squad following the return to competition.

Students who have an option to participate in a school or community service related trip will

not incur a penalty, however, must accept their playing status on that squad following the

return tocompetition.

School Rules

At hl etes will abide by all rul es and regul at.
the Handbook for Students and Parenwtsich is distributed to all students on the opening day of
school.

Suspension/Detention

Athletes cannot participate in athletics while serving a suspension or detention. An athlete who
is issued a detention must attend the session(s) assigned regardless of home game or practice
conflicts. Athletes with away contest must meet with an assigtartipal to be reassigned to

the next open day to serve the detention.

Travel

Athletes must travel to and from athletic contests in transportation provided by the Barrington
Public Schools wunless previous agfo axoegtemale nt s a
situations. The Dector of Athletics and Student Activities and coach must approve permission
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for exceptions. In addition:

A Athletes will remain with their team under the supervision of the coach when attending away
contests.

A Athletesmay return from an away contest only with their parents. In that event, the parent
must request permission from tB@ector of Athletics and Student Activiti@nd coach prior
to the contest. The athlete will be releasaly to thar parens upon the prsonal
recognizance of the parent by the coach.

A Athletes are not permitted to drive their own vehicles to away contests.

A Athletes who miss the bus will not be allowed to participate in the contest unless there are
extenuating circumstances.

A All regular stool bus rules will be followed.

Weight Room Regulations

Students must be allowed in the weight room only if there is an assigned supervisor or coach in
the facility at all times. In addition:

Shirts and shoes are required at all times.

Students mst be under the supervision of the instructor assigned.

Lifters must work with a partner.

Replace all weights on racks immediately following use.

Know your limits! Work with the instructor in determining your limits.

Do the lifts correctly. It is bettao use lighter weights for correct lifting than heavier weights
and run the risk of injury.

Warmrup with proper stretching exercises.

Because of our limited space, the number of lifts will be determined by the supervisor.

No food or drinks inside the weighoom.

No horseplay or profanity.

No abuse of equipment. Any equipment that is broken must be reported immediately.
Strength training is not only a supplement to other athletic programs, but also askitiaty
activity itself.

Students will only be &@wed in the weight room if there is an assigned supervisor/coach in
the facility at all times.

Equipment and Uniforms

Athletes are responsible for the proper care and secuwtyefupment issued/loanetiem.
Schootfurnishedequipment is tdoe worn only for contests and practice or whathorized by
the coach. All equipment must be returimadhediately after the season.

Failure toreturn thisequipmentmay result in nobeing able to sit for end of semester exams.

Athletes who do noteturn their equipment in good condition or who lose tleejuipment will

be assessed the replacement cost of the equipadztitionally, athletes may not participate in

another sport untihis obligation has been fulfilleddue to Rhode Island Interscholasteague

Rules, equipment cannot be issued to any student out of season.

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Selection of the Team

Selection of athletic teams iset sole responsibility of the coaches of those teams. Their actions,
however, must be consistent with the philosophy and policies of the athletic program.

When aplayer selectionis necessary, the process will include three important elements. Each
canddate should have:

A competed in a minimum of five practice sessions;

A performed in at least one intsguad scrimmage; and

A have been personally informed of thiayer selectiorand the reasons for the action by the
coach.

The Director of Athletics and Stient Activities will approve all specific guidelines on team
selection prior to their announcement.

A studentnot selected fosquad will be permitted to try out for another team if the coach of the
second team agrees. A studeot selectedor disciplinary reasons, however, will not be eligible
to participate on another squad for that sport season.

Captains

Captains will be appointed by coaches with team input. Candidates must submit a letter of
interest and meet with the teams head cod®fior tothe selection of captains, athletes will be
informed by the coach of the criteria for selection and obligations of the position. The position of
team captain is one of honor, leadership, and responsibility. As a result, students serving in that
capacity ag expected to conduct themselves in an exemplary manner both in and outside of
school.

Any student involved in a violation of the code of conduct that results in a suspension from
school, or any student who is associated with, in possession of, orttoinedinvolved with

drugs, steroids, alcohol, tobacco use, weapons, or crimes outside of school, will lose the ability
to serve as captain of any schepbnsored athletic team or leader of a student club or activity
for a period of one calendar year. Asitting captain of a Barrington High School athletic team

will have that position rescinded and will be ineligible to serve for a period of one calendar year.

It is important to understand that there also may be
times when things do not gbe way you or your child wishes. At these tigrdiscussion with the coach

is encouraged.

Types of Awards

Varsity Competition (major award): six-inch letter for the initial award; subsequent awards
will be a pin In future spod the athlete may receive a letter

Any senior who has participated in any sport for a period of at least three years of
competition, but who has not received a varsity letter in that sport, automatically
receives such an award upon completion of thal Season. Only one varsity letter is
awarded to each student for each sport; certificates and pins are awarded for each
additional year of varsity competition.

Junior Varsity Competition (minor award): four-inch letter J.V. awards are given to
desgnated J.V. teams only and are based on the same criteria for warding varsity letters.

Freshmen Awards: Numeral pins may be awarded for participation in interscholastic
competition or on a coach's recommendation.

Certificate of Participation: awardeda all team members who finish the season.

State Championship Award: Given out by Barrington BoosteKSlub includes team picture
plaque chenille emblemand an award jacket (one per high school care@ackets shall be
awarded to those studsnwho paitipated for the season. (Students who may have been called
up at the end of the season may not be eligible.)

Manager Awards: A student who is a manager of a varsity team is eligible for an award as
deemed appropriate by the Director of Athleaosl Stident Activitiesand Head Coach.

Criteria for Awarding Letters to Participants in Varsity Sports

the total number of games receives a letter. One innimgfitates playing in the game.

2. Basketball A player who participates in half the total numbehalivesreceives a letter.
Playing any part of half constitutes a quarter.

4, Cross Country A runner who makes first place in any scheduled league cross country
meet or who finishgin one of the top seven positions in at least two meets receives a
letter.

Exceptions to Awards:A student who does not meet the requirements for an award because of
injury or othercircumstances and, in the judgnt of the coach and with the approval of the
Director of Athletics and Student Activitiess deserving of such an award will receive that
award.

For the class of 2008: Division | only- 16 core courses

If you plan to enter college in 2008 or after, you will need to present 16 core courses in the following
breakdown:

e 4 years of English

o 3years of mathematics (Addpra | or higher)

o 2 years of natural/physical science (one must be a lab science)
o 1 year of additional English, math or science

e 2 years of social studies

e 4 years of additinal core courses (from any area listed above, or from foreign language,
nondoctrinal religion or philosophy)

Division Il - 14 core courses

e If you plan to enter college in 2005 or after, your eligibility will be determined under the new
rule. That means tit you must have 14 core courses to be eligible to practice, play and receive
financial aid at d&ivision Il school.

Computer science being eliminated for cor€ourse purposes

Computer science courses will no longer be able to be used for-@tigilility purposes.This rule is
effective August 1, 2005, for students first entering a collegiate institution on or after August 1, 2005.
Computer science courses (such as programming) that are taught through the mathematics or
natural/physical science depadnts and receive either math or science credit and are on the high
school's list of approved core courses as math or science may be used after the August 1, 2005, date.

Changes in SAT/ACTtests

The SAT and ACT have made changes their tests; one of the most significant changes is the addition of
a writing componentOn both the SAT and ACT, students will be asked to write an esBag. SAT
writing section is mandatory, while the ACT wvimg section is optional.
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The SAT will now have three partsritical reading (formerly known as verbal), mathematics, and
writing. Since each section is worth 2800 points, the SAT score will now range from &3M0.
Will the NCAA require a writing test as part of its initial-eligibility requirements?

The NCAA had determined that the writing component should not be required at the presemtiéme.
NCAA has noted the importance of reviewing research related to the impact of the writing component.

How will the NCAA Initial -Eligibility Clearinghouse use the scores on the new SAT?

Because the critical reading and math sections will still be scored on-80R0fpoint scale, the
clearinghouse will still combine those two sections for the combined stheawriting section will not
be used.The clearinghouse will use scores from the new SAT in combination with scores from the
current SAT for the combined score.

What about ACT?

ACT is also adding a writing component, but the ACT writing component is @ptidhe scores on the
ACT will remain the same.

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CRITERIA FOR ADING INTERSCHOLASTIC SPORTS

. Barrington High School offers sports where there is continuing interest from the student body.

. The School Committee will provide funds for coaches, transportation, and normal operating costs
of the sport in so far as the fural® available. This funding will not be diverted from existing
athletic programs to create new programs.

. The sport must be consistent with the educational goals of the school district and the philosophy
as stated in the Student Athlete Handbook.

. The spot, by its nature, must be a competitive athletic activity.
. There must be an indication of continuing interest.

. Appropriate and sufficient facilities must exist, and it must be possible to coordinate use of
facilities so as not to conflict with existingggrams.

. All spots must have a coach who is appointed by the Superintendent of Schools and who
possesses a current coaching certificate from the R.l. Department of Education.

. The potential for scheduling competition on a league and/or regional badie wilbriority.

. The sport must be conducive for adequate practice and competition given the local weather and
geographical conditions.

10. Priority will be given to those sports that best equalize the opportunities for boys and girls.

11. The sport must be spsored the R.I. Interscholastic League or other appropriately sanctioned

league competition recognized by the Barrington School Committee.

12. A sport will not be added at the middle school unless there is a corresponding sport at the high

school.

13. Criteriafor adding junior varsity and freshman teams at the high school will be the same as

adding a sport.
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CRITERIA FOR DELETING INTERSCHOLASTIC SPORTS

1. If budget cuts necessitate deletion of a sports program, the Principal and the DirectoetafsAthl
and Student Activities will evaluate which programs will be deleted based on criteria such as the
following:

Insufficient student participation

Lack of an appointed and certified coach

Lack of appropriate facilities

Scheduling of facilities conflistwith other academic or athletic programs

Lack of appropriate funding

Difficulty of scheduling contests at the local or regional level

Difficulty of scheduling contests or practices due to weather or geographical conditions
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
